      b. Summarize what you think was really happening in today’s text. 

      c. State what impresses you about Paul’s words and attitude from our text.

f.  (Thought Question) Why do you think he reacted that way? 

      g. What lesson or warning do you receive from Felix’s statement in v. 25, “That’s enough for now!  You may leave.  When I find it convenient, I will send for you.”? 

16. a. Did Felix see Paul again? What reason is given? 

      b. Why did Felix keep Paul a prisoner when he left office?

      c. What else does Luke tell us about these complaints?
