d. What lesson can you apply from this text?

11. According to Acts 15:5-11, what was Peter’s undeniable conclusion concerning the Gentiles?

12. According to Acts 16:16-34…

a. Why were Paul and Silas put in prison?

b. What were they doing at about midnight?  What do you think about this activity?
