Questions are based on the New King James Version of the Bible.

Day 1 - Review

1. What helped you most from reading the commentary notes?
2. What encouraged you most from the lecture?
Day 2 - Read 2 John 1-3  [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
3. a. According to verse one, what did the author of this letter call himself?
     b.  (Thought Question) Why do you think this title is significant?
4. a. According to v. 1, to whom was this letter written?
     b. Some scholars believe that John is using figurative language comparing the church to “the chosen lady”. Others believe that John is writing to a real lady living in Ephesus at that time.

 (Thought Question) Do you think it makes much difference which of these theories is true? Why or  why not?
5. What word is mentioned multiple times in these first 3 verses? Why do you think this is important for John to mention so many times in his letter?
6. Write down what you learn about truth from the following cross references.
    John 8:32-
    John 14:6-
    John 18:37-
    Romans 1:25-
7. (Personal Question) How might you apply a principle learned from one of the four cross references in question 6?
8. (Challenge Question) Verse 3 ends “in truth and love”. Try to explain how truth and love complement one another. (Hint: refer to Ephesians 4:15 for help in answering this question)
Day 3 - Read 2 John 4-6 [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]


9. a. What brought John great joy, according to v. 4?
    b.  (Thought Question) Describe what it looks like for someone to be “walking in the truth”?
    c. (Personal Question) How might you improve yourself “walking in the truth”? Be specific.
10. What is the old command that John gives the dear lady in v. 5?
11.  (Thought Question) Why do you think this simple command is so difficult to follow?
12. According to v. 6, how is love demonstrated?
13. a. Would you say that love is an emotion or an action? Support your answer with Scripture.
     b. (Personal Question) What command do you believe God is calling you to obey in order to demonstrate your love for Him or another person?  How are you going to respond?
14. (Challenge Question) Why do you think it is necessary that God commands that we “walk in love”? In other words, why doesn’t “walking in love” just come naturally without the need for it to be commanded by God?
Day 4 - Read 2 John 7-11[Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
15. What does John call those that have gone out into the world in v. 7?
16. John says these people have two problems.  One is mentioned in v. 7 and the other is in v. 9.  Identify both problems.
17.  (Thought Question) Why do you think it is important to acknowledge that Jesus Christ came as a real human to live and die on this earth?
18. What warning is given in v. 8? What do you think it means?
19. Why is it important to “continue in the teaching of Christ”, as noted in v. 9?
20. How do you think you should personally apply the command given in v. 10?
Day 5 - Read 2 John 12-13  [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
21. a. Why did John want to meet with them face to face?
b. (Personal Question) What in your life would make your joy complete?
22. What do you learn about joy from the following cross references?
