All questions are based on the New King James version of the Bible.
DAY ONE: Read all lesson notes and references.
1. If someone asked you what 1 Peter is about, what would you tell them?
2. a. In what practical ways has Peter’s letter been beneficial to you?
b. How did something from the lecture help you and why?
DAY TWO: Read all three chapters of 2 Peter.

READING: 2 Peter 1-3  [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
3. a. From 2 Peter 1:1 and 16-18, what do you learn about the writer of this letter?
b. List some things the letter reveals about the first recipients? Give verses.
4. a. Knowledge (also know and knowing), are key words in 2 Peter. Underline them in your Bible or write down the chapters and verses where they may be found.
b. From the verses above, list some things Peter wants his readers to know.
c.(Personal Question)  From the list made in the previous question, what is something you can apply to your own life?
5. a. What stands out to you as the main theme of 2 Peter Chapter 2?
b. From the third chapter of 2 Peter, what are believers to look for?
DAY THREE: Read 2 Peter 1:1-4.
READING: 2 Peter 1:1-4; Matthew 16:16; John 1:1; John 20:28; Titus 2:13; 1 Peter 1:7; 1 Peter 1:19; 1 Peter 2:4-7; Colossians 1:9-10; Colossians 3:10; Romans 8:9-11; 2 Corinthians 5:17  [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
6. a. What do you learn about Jesus Christ in verse 1?
b. How do Matthew 16:16; John 1:1; 20:28 and Titus 2:13 express the same thoughts?

7. a. What does Peter describe as precious?
b. What is precious in: 1 Peter 1:7?
1 Peter 1:19?
1 Peter 2:4,6 and 7?
c. What is precious to you?
8. a. How does a believer grow in grace and peace? Give verse.
b. List other benefits of knowledge of God and the Lord Jesus from Colossians 1:9-10 and 3:10.
9. a. Using Romans 8:9-11 and 2 Corinthians 5:17, what does it mean to become partakers of the divine nature (2 Peter 1:4)?
b. Through what means have believers become partakers? Give verse from 2 Peter.
c. What have partakers of the divine nature escaped? Give verse.

DAY FOUR: Read 2 Peter 1:5-11.
READING: 2 Peter 1:5-11; John 9:39-41  [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
10. a. What qualities are to be added to faith?
b. From verse 5, what must a believer give in order to cultivate these qualities?. What do you think this means?
c. (Heart Question) Which of the qualities Peter lists are evident in your life? Which need to increase in your life?
11. What is the result of having these qualities in your life? Give verses.

12. a.  Describe a person who lacks these qualities.
b.(Thought Question) What do you think it means to be shortsighted, even to blindness?
c. In John 9:39-41, who was short-sighted, even to blindness? How is this a warning to you?
DAY FIVE: Read 2 Peter 1:12-15.
READING: 2 Peter 1:12-15  [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
13. Why was Peter writing this letter? Give as many reasons as you can find.
14. Do you think we need the same kind of reminders today? Why or why not?
15. How can you remind yourself and help remind others about important practical aspects of your Christian faith?
DAY SIX: Read 2 Peter 1:16-21.
READING: 2 Peter 1:16-21; Matthew 16:28-17:2; Mark 9:1-8; Luke 9:28-36; 1 Peter 1:10-12; Numbers 24:17; Revelation 22:16  [Open NKJV] [Open NIV]
16. What gave Peter his authority and authenticity in teaching about Christ?
17. a. To what event was Peter referring in 2 Peter 1:16-18? See Matthew 16:28-17:2; Mark 9:1-8 and Luke 9:28-36 to help with your answer.
b. From the gospel passages above, describe the majesty of Christ which Peter witnessed.
c. What did Peter hear when he was on the mountain?
d.(Personal Question)  Describe a time when you experienced something of the majesty of Christ.

18. a. From 2 Peter 1:19-21 and 1 Peter 1:10-12, list all you learn about Old Testament prophets and prophecy.
b. How does this give you assurance that the Bible is trustworthy and true?
c. Why should we pay attention to the Word of God? (v. 19)
19. What or whom is the "morning star" according to Numbers 24:17 and Revelation 22:16?
