Day 1: Review

Day 2: Read 1 Corinthians 12:1-7 [Open NIV]| [Open NKJV]

3. According to verse 1, why is Paul teaching the Corinthian Church about the gifts of the
Spirit? What truth is being revealed about believers in Jesus in verse 3?

4. Using verses 4-6, what is different and what is the same for each true member of the
church?

5. Using verse 7, who receives Spiritual gifts and for what purpose?

6. Personal Question: Why is it important for you to discover and develop your gift(s) of
the Spirit?
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Day 3: Read 1 Corinthians 12:8-11, 28, Romans 12:6-8 [Open NIV]| [Open NKJV]

7. List the different manifestations of the gift of the Spirit from verses 8-11 and 28.

8. List the different manifestations of the gift of the Spirit from Romans 12:6-8.

9. According to verse 11, where do all gifts come from, and how are they distributed to those
regenerated by the Holy Spirit?

10. Personal Question: Using the list of gifts you compiled, which one or two do you believe
have been given to you from the Holy Spirit?

11. Personal Question: Share an example of how you've benefited from someone's spiritual
gift.

Day 4: Read 1 Corinthians 12:12-14, Ephesians 2:18, Ephesians 4:4-6, Philippians 2:1-2
[Open NIV] [Open NKJV]

12. What point does Paul make about the physical body and its parts in verses 12-14?
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13. To what does Paul make the physical body comparison in verses 12-14?

14. What unifies all believers/followers of Jesus Christ?

15. Using the following cross references, what do you learn about unity in the Church?

Ephesians 2:18 —
Ephesians 4:4-6 —

Philippians 2:1-2 —

16. Personal Question: How connected are you to the Body of Christ (the church)? Give
evidence (examples) of your connectedness to the rest of the Body of Christ.

Day 5: Read 1 Corinthians 12:15-31 [Open NIV] [Open NKJV]

17. Summarize Paul's teaching on the body and its different parts in verses 15-31.

18. Note: Remember Paul is using physical body parts like the eye, ear, nose or hand to make
a bigger point about the Body of Christ. How are you comforted by verse 18, “But in fact
God has arranged the parts in the body, every one of them, just as He wanted them to
be”?
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19. What are the ramifications for the church stated in verse 26?

20. Personal Question: How can you better apply verse 26 in your own life?

21. Personal Question: What is something new that was introduced to you by studying
chapter 12?
